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TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR BLACK FUNDRAISERS NETWORK
1. The name of the Special Interest Group

The name of the Special Interest Group will be: BLACK FUNDRAISERS NETWORK Special Interest Group of the Institute of Fundraising

2. The aim of the Special Interest Group 

The aim of the Special Interest Group will be to provide a forum for the exchange of ideas and best practice as well as providing networking opportunities for black Fundraisers within the voluntary and community sector. 

3. The objectives are:

· To support and enable networking among black fundraisers 

· To enhance the skills and ability of black fundraisers 

· To promote fundraising both from and within the BME Community 

· To improve access to fundraising expertise by BME organisations 
  
· To be a body which represents the views of black fundraisers, both within the Institute of Fundraising and externally across the sector. 
The Group will achieve its aims through:   
 

· Regular meetings and events, providing an opportunity to network with other fundraisers and a forum for discussion. 
  
· Arranging workshops and seminars that provide an opportunity for members to participate in skills development and mutual learning.

Membership of the Special Interest Group

· Membership is open to all within reason. A registration form will need to be completed upon joining.

· The group will be supported by an elected committee led by an Independent Chair.

Accountability

The Iof will facilitate the development of the Special Interest Group. The Special Interest Group is accountable to the Iof and in the first instance BFN.

Code of Conduct 

The Special Interest Group will abide by the institute of Fundraising’s a code of conduct and principles for membership of the Special Interest Group. Failure to abide by these codes and principles may result in a BFN Special Interest Group member being asked to resign. 


Conflict Resolution. The Special Interest Group will also adopt a policy for 
dealing with any conflict that may arise amongst members or other 
stakeholders involved in this process.

Meetings of the Special Interest Group

The Special Interest Group will be Chaired by an independent chair appointed by the Committee.

Minutes of Special Interest Group proceedings will be maintained by the Secretary of the group.
